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Alvar Aalto Vase
Featured in Star-
Tribune

Alvar Aalto’s famous vase
design was featured in the
April 27 Star Tribune Taste
section with a small  article by Lee Svitak Dean and
various pictures of  Aalto’s famous vase shape used
in a vase, of course, a birch serving tray, a wooden
pot guard, and an ice cube tray.

Lee wrote, “Seventy years ago, Finnish architect and
furniture designer Alvar Aalto anonymously entered
a competition to design a vase for the 1936 Paris
World’s Fair.  Sketched with crayon on cardboard
and scratch paper, the design became one of the
most famous pieces of glass in history.  The free-
flowing shape now is used for more than vases, from
trays and bowls to lamp fixtures and cookie cutters.
Most of its design renditions are made by the Finnish
glass company Iittala, but others have created vari-
ations suited to the kitchen.  Today there are trays
and trivets made of birch to stainless steel bowls,
silicone ice cube trays and a wooden pot guard with
the same design.  And to think, all this is based on a
crayon drawing.”

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Twenty-five Most Important Finnish-
American Treasures
By K. Marianne Wargelin
(Not necessarily in order of importance.)

1. Immigration History Research Center, Min-
neapolis, Minnesota: site of the world’s largest
Finnish American archive collection.
2. Honka Farmstead–Arnheim, Michigan: site of
pristine early 20th C. Finnish American farm and log
construction.
3. Embarrass, Minnesota farm region: site of
pristine example of early 20th C. Finnish American
farming community and log constructed buildings.
4. Cokato, Minnesota: 1864 origin site of the 19th

C. mass immigration of Finns to America.
5. Calumet, Michigan: Finns’ first urban center in
the USA; also site of the 1913 Copper Country Strike,
the strike that brought Finnish American workers to
the forefront of American labor organizing in the early
20th C.
6. Finlandia University, (Suomi College)
Hancock, Michigan: founded in 1896, Finnish
America’s only institute of higher education.
7. Salolampi Language Village, Bemidji, Minne-
sota: late 20th C. Finnish American community
project to create a national center that teaches the
Finnish language and culture to American children.
8. Sitka, Alaska: site of the mid-19th C. Finnish
settlement in the Russian Colonial Period.  Finnish
carpenters and a Finnish governor-general brought a
Finnish presence to the site, now recognized by the
National Park Service.
9. New Sweden, Delaware: Swedish Colony, which
included Finnish settlers, originating in 1638 during the
American Colonial Period Monument installed and
dedicated in 1938 to the Finnish settlers in Delaware.
Design by Finnish sculptor, Väinö Aaltonen.
10. Camp Luther, Conneaut, Ohio: pristine
example of Finnish American summer camp tradition.
Summer camps for young and old existed throughout
Finnish American regions across the country.
11. Kerhotalo, Lake Worth, Florida: pristine
example of the Finnish American hall tradition that
was re-visioned in the Finntown that grew up in the
1950’s in Florida.
12. Astoria, Oregon and Naselle, Washington:
one of the earliest urban/farming parallel communi-
ties.  Beginning as a fishing site in the early 1870’s,
this community became the largest Finnish American
community west of the Mississippi.

13. Duluth, Minnesota: site of the Finns’ second
urban center in the USA.  National 20th C. center of
Finnish American cultural and political activities.
14. Gateway Arch, St. Louis, Missouri: prime
example of the influential work of Eero Saarinen,
internationally renowned architect and designer and
son of Eliel Saaarinen.
15. Christ Church, Lutheran, Minneapolis,
Minnesota: prime example of the influential work of
Eliel Saarinen, internationally renowned architect and
designer.
16. Finnish Brotherhood Hall, Berkeley, Cali-
fornia: early 20th C. Finn Hall in urban setting.
Building is still owned and used by the local Finnish
American community.
17. Imatra Hall, Brooklyn, New York: early 20th

C. Finn Hall in America’s largest city; half recently
sold but still being used as a hall. albeit by another
ethnic group.
18. St. Henry’s Church, Nisula, Michigan: prime
example of Finnish American country church clap-
board church style.
19. Bethany Lutheran Church, Ashtabula, Ohio:
Finnish American church modeled after the Post WII
Finnish church design prototype, designed and build
by Finnish Americans.
20. Saima Hall and Saima Park, Fitchburg,
Massuchussetts: Finnish American workers’ club
and center of Finnish American Social Democracy in
New England.
21. Covington, Michigan: Finnish Lutheran
Chruch interior designed by Chicago Art Institute
professor, Elmer Forsberg, a Finnish American artist
who, together with his students, built a “Finnish
jugend” style interior.
22. The Iron Range communities of Minnesota: an
industrial/urban region settlement which exemplifies
the cultural life Finnis developed throughout the
United States.
23. Cranbrook Institute, Bloomfield Hills,
Michigan: an art center that brought the Saarinen
family and friends to America to teach the Finnish
design aesthetic.
24. Finnish Immigration books by Solomon
Ilmonen (written between 1919 and 1935).
25. Bibliography of Finnish Americana: a book
written by John I. Kolehmainen in 1945.

•   A Swedish Language Village, Sjölunden, is
being built north of the Salolampi Finnish Language
Village.  A small facility suited to 45-50 people is
planned at a cost of $2.75 million.  The Swedish
and Finnish Villages can be used in conjunction with
each other or seprately, depending on needs.
Concordia Language Villages has approved a new
weaving studio to be used in cooperation with
Salolampi into which the present looms can be
moved.  The Berglund Family Foundation
(Weaver’s Guild) has donated $150,000 for this
weaving studio.

•   Finns took almost all of the medals in the 7th

annual mobile phone throwing world champion
ships held in Savonlinna, Finland, and the world
record will stay in Finnish hands.  The men’s tra-
ditional event was won by Lasse Etelätalo with a
throw of 89 meters. In the women’s traditional
competition Eija Laakso not only secured victory
but also set a new Finnish and world record mark
of 50.83 meters. The most international category
was the freestyle team competition, where the
throwing technique was perhaps less important than
 originality, style, aesthetics, and convincing the
panel of judges. Victory here went to Team Swe-
den. 70 people from Finland, Sweden, Russia,
Holland, Belgium, and Canada competed.

•   Finnish professors are working on a vaccine
against type 1 diabetes.  The vaccine is being
developed by Vactech, a company set up by two
Finnish medical professors, Heikki Hyöty of the
University of Tampere, and Mikael Knip of the
University of Helsinki. The two established the
company five years ago after their research re-
vealed to them a possible cause of type 1, or
juvenile onset diabetes.  Finnish researchers have
placed a high priority on the matter, because the
disease is spreading quickly in Finland.  Juvenile
onset diabetes is five times more prevalent in
Finland now than it was 50 years ago, with about
600 children under the age of 15 falling ill with the
disease each year.  However, it will be years
before a possible vaccine is ready.
