In archaic times in rural Finland, cowherders used wind instruments in their
daily work. The instruments that Finns enjoyed in those days have passed
almost into oblivion. At our September program, Erkki Huovinen will talk
about current efforts to resurrect some of these folk wind instruments,
develop them into playable instruments, and find new uses for them. Fans
of Finnish traditional music or folk music in general will be interested in his
videos, music examples, and interviews with Finnish folk musicians and
instrument builders.

Erkki Huovinen is a visiting associate professor in the School of Music at

the University of Minnesota. He holds Ph.D. and Master’s degree in musicology, as well as a Master’s degree in

philosophy from the University of Turku. For the last decade, he has held professor posts at the University of

Turku and at the Abo Akademi University, the Swedish-language university of Finland. His research has spanned

the philosophy of music, ancient Greek music theory, the methodology of music analysis, as well as musical

improvisation. Among many other projects, he is doing research on the recent rebirth of archaic Finnish
aerophones. His current artistic endeavors include Kiiski/ Huovinen

e The impact of the recession on tourism in Finland
is manifested in the number of overnight stays by
travellers, which fell by four per cent in June 2010
compared with a year ago. The largest group of
foreigners to visit Finland in June were the Germans,
with more than 65,000 overnight stays.

* In addition to smoke, the Russian forest fires have
also brought rare flying visitors, locusts, to Finland.
The species usually lives in the southern and central
parts of European Russia. Thousands of locusts may
have arrived, but no outbreak of a plague (of locusts)
is expected to occur.

* The permanent population on Finnish islands is
gradually declining, while the number of part-time
residents has climbed.

* A fresh study reveals excessive haste nudges people
into early retirement. In the working life of the Finns,
one sentiment seems to be shared by everybody: the
sense of haste. The most hectic are the health care and
social work fields, in which around 60 per cent of the
workers say they have overstrained themselves because
of the rush. These fields also have the most problems
with finding workers for the open vacancies.

* According to Finland’s leading coffee company,
Gustav Paulig Ltd., the market price of raw coffee has
risen sharply and is now at a 12-year high. The news is
cause for dismay among Finns, as statistics show Finns
consume the equivalent of 12 kg of coffee, the highest
per capita consumption of the beverage on the planet.
The next country, Norway, did not quite reach 10 kg.
* Makers of Finnish sauna documentary are now
promoting their film in the US. In Steam of Life,
Finnish men sit in the sauna and talk about their
lives—their hopes, dreams, and disappointments. So
far, Steam of L.ife has been sold to six countries. In
Finland around 27,000 people have seen it. The
Finnish filmmakers have set their sights on an Oscar
nomination.

* Finland has roughly two million saunas, 180,000
lakes and nearly half a million summer cottages.

* The most popular car brands being sold in Finland
these days are the Volkswagen Golf, Skoda Octavia,
Toyota Avensis, Nissan Qashqai, and Kia Ceed.

* Nearly 60 per cent of the Finns work even during
their summer holiday.
